EXECUTIVE’S REVIEW OF 2010/11 SPENDING PLANS

OFMDFM 2010/11 BUDGET ADJUSTMENTS

The Finance Minister launched a consultation on the outcome of the Executive’s Review of 2010/11 Spending Plans in the Assembly on 12 January 2010. The Executive has proposed a reduction to OFMDFM’s budget allocation in 2010/11 of £4.1 million current expenditure and £5.2 million capital investment. OFMDFM proposes the following budget reductions for 2010/11 in response:
Current Expenditure, £4.1 million
· Regeneration Sites Team, £1.9 million 

· International Relations, £0.25 million 

· Strategic Investment Board, £0.5 million 
· Civic Forum, £0.2 million

· Equality Directorate, £0.95 million 

· Departmental Restructuring, £0.3 million

Capital expenditure, £5.2 million:

· Crumlin Road Gaol, £4.9 million 

· Community Relations Capital Grant, £0.31 million

OFMDFM’s adjusted budget allocations for 2010/11, taking account of the above reductions, are summarised on page 3.
